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SAN MARCOS CISD TO CONTINUE AT-HOME LEARNING THROUGH THE END OF THE 2019-2020
SCHOOL YEAR

San Marcos CISD Families,

I am writing to share plans for the remainder of the 2019-2020 school year. Today, Texas
Governor Greg Abbott announced that all schools in the state would remain closed through the
end of the 2019-2020 school year.

San Marcos CISD will follow the executive order and will not return to face-to-face classroom
instruction this year. It has become clear that it will be in the best interest of our students and
staff that San Marcos CISD continue at-home learning through the remainder of the 2019-2020
school year.

We have built systems and structures to deliver at-home learning for the time being. While we
recognize this system is not perfect, we believe it will allow us to successfully complete the year
while we focus on our planning for the reopening of school in August and re-strategizing to
make up for any lost learning in the current year.

We will also continue to offer curbside meals for children 18 years old and younger at our
designated locations across the district. Breakfast and lunch meals can be picked up between
10:00 a.m. —12:30 p.m. at the following locations: Mendez ES, Travis ES, San Marcos HS, Allen
Wood Homes (1201 Thorpe Lane), C.M. Allen Homes (820 Sturgeon), and Redwood Baptist
Church.

Instructional packets will be available Mondays and Wednesdays at all feeding locations during
their operational time. We have also partnered with the San Marcos Daily Record and have
placed newsstands at Bowie, Crockett, Goodnight MS, Hernandez, Mendez, San Marcos HS, and
Travis. The newsstands will allow SMCISD families to pick up instructional packets at a time
convenient for them.

We are continuing our work together to support students, staff, and families in the short and
long-term, and we will keep you updated, as there is more information to share.
